As mathematicians, we will learn about addition and subtraction as well as multiplication and division: 

Addition and Subtraction
Subtract 1s across a 10 and 10s across a 100
Add and subtract 2 numbers with no exchange
Add and subtract 2 numbers across a 10
Add and subtract 2 numbers across a 100
Add two and three-digit numbers
Estimate answers
Check our calculations using inverse operations

Multiplication and division
Revise multiplication as equal groups
Revise division by grouping and sharing
Revise multiples of 2, 5 and 10
Learn the 3 times table and related division facts
Learn the 4 times table and related division facts
Learn the 8 times table and related division facts
