As readers and writers we will:

· Read Oliver and the Seawigs and Escape from Pompeii.
· Read a range of extracts from texts and picture books with a Roman theme, as well as some that relate to our science topic.
· We will be following the RWI spelling scheme.
· Writing outcome one: poetry inspired by the Romans
· Writing outcome two: write to persuade – join Boudicca’s army
· Writing outcome three: story – retelling the story of Boudicca using speech


	Maths

As mathematicians, we will learn how to:
· Share between equal groups and use arrays. 
· Count in our 2s, 5s and 10s.
· Multiply and divide by 3.
· Multiply and divide by 4.
· Multiply and divide by 8.
· Complete reasoning questions related to multiplication.
· Make links between multiplication and division. 

	Science

As scientists we will be learning about states of matter

This half term we will:
· Learn that there are three states of matter; solid, liquid and gas
· Learn that all matter is made up of molecules.
· Learn how these molecules are different in solids, liquids and gases.
· Explore how matter can change from one state to another by heating.
· Explore how matter can change from one state to another by cooling.

	History
As historians, we will find out about the Roman Empire and the invasion of Britain

This half term we will:
· Learn how the Romans were ruled
· Explore the effectiveness of the Roman army
· Sequence the Roman invasions of Britain
· Learn about Boudicca and the Celtic resistance
· Explore changes the Romans made to Britain
