· We will be writing to entertain by writing a narrative based on the video ‘Pandora’ which is an extract from the movie Avatar.
· We will be writing to inform by writing an information text about a chosen element of space.
· We will be writing to inform by writing a biography of Katherine Johnson, who is a mathematician that worked for NASA and helped John Glenn on his historic flight.

· Solve problems with multiplication
· Short division

	Science

We will be looking at Earth and space. This includes:
· How are days and years created?
· What is a moon, how does it orbit and how are the phases caused?
· How do the seasons occur?
· The Planets in our solar system
· What is gravity?
· What did Isaac Newton discover?
· How can gravity get stronger or weaker

	History
As Historians we will be looking at how human’s views of Earth in space have changed over time. As well as, how we have discovered everything in our solar system. We will do this by looking at:
· Stonehenge - and understanding the importance of stars and planets in the Stone Age
· The Earth not being the centre of the universe
· Sir Isaac Newton and Henrietta Swan Leavitt

Geography
As Geographers we will be learning about the world by looking at satellite images. We will use satellite images to:
· identify different biomes
· locate countries and continents
· locate human and physical geographical features
